New Member Safety & Facility Briefing Checklist
RULES and REGULATIONS

All Board of Governor members are available and able to conduct this checklist Trainer: Review each item with new
member. Check the box when completed.

General Firearm Safety
O Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction; never point a firearm at

anyone or anything you do not want to shoot.

O Always keep your finger off the trigger and outside the trigger guard until
you are ready to shoot.

O Always keep the action open and the gun unloaded until you are ready
to use it.

O All firearms brought onto club property must be bagged or in a case,
chamber flag inserted, unloaded, no magazine inserted and no ammunition
in the chamber of semi-automatics, empty chambers in the cylinders of
revolvers. The only exception will be for persons with concealed carry, in
which case handguns shall remain securely holstered.

O Be considerate of others using the range at all times. Do not remove
firearms from bags and cases until you can do so safely, without "sweeping"
anyone with the muzzle.

O FIRST-AID Kits are located at every shooting station

Additional Safety rules
O Firearms are to be unloaded when not actually in use:

Revolvers-cylinder open, muzzle pointed downrange. Pistols-Magazine
removed, slide-locked with chamber flag inserted.

O Don't rely on your gun's safety.

O Be sure of your target and what is beyond it.

O Use proper ammunition.

O If your gun fails to fire when trigger is pulled: For “hang-fire”, continue
aiming downrange for minimum 45 seconds before inspection & clearing.
O Always wear eye and ear protection when shooting.

[0 Be sure the barrel is clear of obstructions before shooting.

O Learn the mechanical and handling characteristics of the

firearm you are using.

O Do not shoot over the berms.

Skeet & Trap
Operating the Trap, Trap or Wobble Machines can be very dangerous if not

properly trained. DO NOT attempt to operate these machines without
instruction. Get trained on the machines’ during a regular match by getting with
the Match Director for the demonstration.

O Your checkmark here confirms your agreement with the above.

O Sign-in book
e Sign-in/outis required upon arrival at the range and upon leaving. If you
do not sign out, then the last person to leave may think you are still on
the grounds and not lock the gate.
e Sign-in book helps us track resource utilization and assure member

safety.
Floor safe
o Payment for skeet, trap, hats, shirts & dues
Skeet and Trap books
Restrooms & Kitchen
o Replace towels, take out trash, police areas.
Air conditioner — turn off if not in use. Heat: set at 55°F in cold months.

Turn off and unplug coffee pot, pay for your coffee.

Clean-up after yourself.
Empty trash cans after each event
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Breaker Box (parking lot) by Field #1 and Field#3
O Field lighting — how to turn on/off field lights

O IDPA storage sheds — Member’s shed and Shoot Director’s shed

e Previously used targets may be available in members shed, new
targets are for matches only.

e Do not use concrete blocks, bricks, cans, bottles, etc. as targets.
Do not shoot steel targets with rifles or magnum pistol loads.

Store barricades, props, target stands when finished shooting.
Do not shoot into the divider walls.

Police up area when finished shooting (brass & trash)

Eye & ear protection required.

Empty trash cans when needed.

50 Yard Range
Used targets may be available, new targets are for matches only.

Do not use concrete blocks, bricks, cans, bottles, etc. as targets.
Do not shoot steel targets with rifles or magnum pistol loads.
Store barricades, props, target stands when finished shooting.
Police up area when finished shooting (brass & trash)

Eye & ear protection required.

Empty trash cans if needed.
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100/200 yd. range
Cardboard for targets may in the storage shed.

Store barricades, props, target stands when finished shooting.
25, 50, 75-yard zeroing — be sure to hit earthen berm

Always use “Down Range” indicator when downrange

Rack unloaded firearms with actions open when downrange.

Do not use concrete blocks, bricks, cans, bottles, etc. as targets.
Police up area when finished shooting (brass & trash)

Eye & ear protection required.

Empty trash cans when needed.
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600 vd Rifle Range
[0 Qualification session needed to get a gate code to the 600 — or be

recommended by Match Director

O Sign in at 600-yard range & stay on the road as much as possible.

O When downrange, rifles shall be unloaded, grounded with the bolt back or
action open, chamber flag in and no one touching the rifle.

O Orange “Downrange” flag located in sign-in box.

O Do not use concrete blocks, bricks, cans, bottles, etc. as targets.

[0 Eye & ear protection required.

[0 Police up area when finished shooting (brass & trash)

[0 Remove any trash after each visit
